
Engage With Expectancy - Life Group Questions 
 
 
 

1. In Nehemiah 2:8b it says that the king granted Nehemiah’s request because the 
gracious hand of God was upon him.  What do you think would change in your life, in 
your family, in your FYM, if the gracious hand of God was upon you?  Why? 
 

2. Pastor Dan’s message this week was about engaging with expectancy.  In what area of 
your life do you find it easiest to engage with expectancy?  Where is it hardest?  Why do 
you think that is? 
 

3. We heard that it’s important for us to keep our eyes on heaven (on God).  What are 
some of the struggles/distractions in your life that make keeping your eyes on God 
difficult?  How can we be more consistent in keeping our eyes on God? 
 

4. Have you committed to pray and fast for revival to come to everything within your circle? 
If not, why?
