
A Joy Awakening - Life Group Questions 
 
 

1. Better is one day with God than a thousand elsewhere.  How would you characterize 
your relationship with your Heavenly Father (exciting, joyful, distant, strained, lukewarm, 
stressful, vibrant, etc)?  What makes you describe it that way? 
 

2. Pastor Dan asked the question, “How long has it been since I had fun with God?”  How 
would you answer that question?  Why might we struggle to believe that God desires 
times when we both simply enjoy being together? 
 

3. Pastor Dan has talked about us being so filled with Jesus that when we get squeezed 
Jesus comes out.  What would you say are the 1-2 most likely things to be visible in your 
life when you’re getting squeezed by struggles and/or stressful situations?  What are 
some things we can do to make sure it’s Jesus that people see and hear when we get 
squeezed? 
 

4. Take some time to pray over each other in regards to the answers given from question

Front Yard Mission Questions: 
 

1. We aren’t often terribly quick to want to share something that we haven’t enjoyed with 
someone else.  This is why Pastor Dan’s question about having fun with God is so 
important.  Perhaps the reason why we can struggle to feel motivated to share Christ is 
because, at least in part, our relationship with Jesus isn’t what He wants it to be.  In what 
ways do you see your personal relationship with Jesus impacting your passion for FYM?
